Fr. Joseph Koterski, S.J., is a priest of the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits), Professor of Philosophy at Fordham U., and Editor-in-Chief of the scholarly 
journal International Philosophical Quarterly.  He received his Ph.D. from St. Louis U. and his M.Div. and S.T.L. from the Weston School of 
Theology in Boston.  He has authored and presented hundreds of publications and papers and twice has received Teacher of the Year Award from 
Fordham U.  

Within a framework of Catholic moral teaching, Fr. Koterski will address such questions as: What do we do when our job requires us to do 
something we find to be morally questionable?  How close is too close to be involved in an activity that is morally wrong?   What roles do a properly 
informed conscience, free will, intentions, and the particular circumstances of a situation play in determining whether involvement in an immoral 
activity crosses a line that should not have been crossed?
